SCS Engineers has been hired to assist the City
through the process of developing and writing the
new contract. This winter will be used to develop
and write the bid document. Then in the early spring
it will be available for potential bidders. Bid opening,
evaluation, selection, and approval by council is
expected by the end of 2018.

The Council will have three readings of the
ordinance that will approve the selected bid. The

Including Omaha’s five multi-
material drop-off sites, there are now
nine glass collection locations in
Omaha. Because recycling compactor
trucks break glass, curbside collection
of glass was stopped in 2006. Broken
glass is a hazard when sorting
recyclables and a contaminant if not
separated from other materials.

Glass collected in Omaha is
shipped to Ripple’s plant in Kansas
City, Missouri. Brown glass is
manufactured into new bottles by
Ardagh. The remaining glass is
made into Owens Corning fiberglass
insulation. ol

Lecar Norice: Placement of solid waste (garbage, recyclable materials, and yardwaste) by a resident along a private owned street or road implies permission for
the City’s solid waste collection contractor to drive onto that street or road to perform contract work. Accordingly, such residents and owners of private streets
and roads shall assume the risk of incidental damages incurred in the course of performing work while driving on the surface of these private streets and roads.
